I read through your pbworks comments and Nicole’s analysis (from our last LT meeting). I thought you might appreciate this first pass at capturing your draft priorities for the workshop.

It’s often easier to change or improve someone else’s’ words than to begin with a blank page. I’ve included 5 priorities, fewer/more than you might need, so feel free to delete or combine. 

I know you all have a lot on your plate this weekend with getting ready for your work in the Park (take pictures!!!) canvassing (take pictures!!!) and now the work I’ve given you (no need for pictures). I have a very full week ahead (you are my favorite work these days, but not my only work) and I’m attending NUSA the following week, too. 

In the interest of our collective sanity, please finalize your list of priorities by Monday at 8:00 a.m. I plan to finalize and print the workshop posters Monday and Tuesday. 

About what I’ve written:

I think goals such as diversity , being inclusive  and having a healthy neighborhood are broad enough that they cut across all the priorities that are listed below, so I’ve done my best to incorporate them into what I’ve written. You know your ‘hood better than anyone does, so please make these priority statements your own. There’s room for about 75 words for each priority statement.

The statements that are listed under “here’s what your neighbors said….” are direct quotes from the survey results. Other comments may seem more appropriate to you and I’ve filled in just the first two to get you started. I suggest you seek some balance in the comments that you choose to list (both positive/negative, a variety of “voices”,  etc.) We have room for about 75 words for comments from the survey.

Here goes:

 PRIORITY: a SAFE neighborhood for everyone!
The Trainsong neighborhood is a place where all people feel safe – in their homes, in community spaces like Trainsong Park, or while driving, biking or walking in the neighborhood. People feel safe to have an opinion that’s different, a yard that reveals their creativity, or a haircut that’s “interesting”.  Trainsong residents of all ages, incomes, and colors feel that their opinion matters and that their contribution to a safe neighborhood community is valued, respected and celebrated. 

Here’s what your neighbors have said about having a safe neighborhood…

· I do not feel comfortable riding my bike after dark for fear of getting hit by a speeding car on Bethel.
· I just feel if there was more security I would feel better. The park has helped to bring neighbors together & has gotten better in its appearance & recreation. I just want to feel safer.

· Make it safer for children to play day and night

· Things could be done to make people feel safer.

PRIORITY: an improved Trainsong IMAGE

The Trainsong neighborhood is known for the strength of its community, its collaborative work to foster a safe and healthy environment, and the value it places on open dialog and individual creativity. Youth and adults contribute to community conversations and action to improve relationships and services both within the neighborhood and with other community partners such as the city, neighborhood businesses and organizations, or property owners.

Here’s what your neighbors have said about Trainsong’s image…

· The neighborhood is what you make it.

· I’m proud be in my neighborhood.

· Help people with the appearance of living arrangements… provide some persuasion or advice.

· I think there is a lot of potential, but it has years of work to get the crap out of here, so the neighborhood would attract all income levels, not only low income.

Priority: better environment for BIKING and WALKING

The Trainsong neighborhood is an easy and safe environment for walking and biking. People of all ages and abilities are able to get around the neighborhood without difficulty and without encountering barriers such as lack of sidewalks, or unsafe conditions. 

Here’s what your neighbors have said about walking and biking in Trainsong…

Priority: access to safe and healthy PARKS AND OPEN SPACES

Trainsong residents can visit nearby Trainsong Park or easily access other Eugene parks and open spaces by car, bike or on foot. Trainsong Park attracts a diversity of children and adults for play, athletic events and community gatherings. Residents work collaboratively to maintain and improve Trainsong Park and other community recreation sites. 

Here’s what your neighbors have said about parks and open spaces in Trainsong…

Priority: access to SERVICES such as grocery stores, restaurants, shopping, or school …

Trainsong residents have access to healthy, affordable food and necessities nearby. It’s easy to walk or bike to get groceries, household goods, or to fill a prescription. Nearby grocery stores carry a variety of fresh, locally grown foods. Nearby restaurants welcome families and attract people from beyond the neighborhood.  

Here’s what your neighbors have said about access to services …
